	In Movement 4, the “Paper Rhythms” sheet [Link is on ‘Directions’ page on web site.] was used to prepare paper strips for the note and rest values. These paper strips were placed in a plastic bag or baggie to use later. Today is the day! The last time the strips were used, you created 4-beat rhythm patterns; because 1 beat was equal to 1 inch, your 4-beat pattern equaled 4 inches. Today you are going to create 8-beat rhythm patterns! Guess how long your 8-beat patterns will measure! That is right; if 1 beat still equals 1 inch, then 8-beat patterns will measure 8 inches! How many different 8-beat rhythm patterns can you create? Perform each rhythm pattern by speaking, clapping, tapping, stepping, or performing on any instrument (if you have one) as you make it! When this activity is completed, save all of your paper strips in the plastic bag or baggie in case you need them to help you with a future activity.

	Using the “Toothpick Rhythm Symbols” sheet [Link is on ‘Directions’ page on web site.], practice building quarter notes, beamed eighth notes, quarter rests, and half notes. You will use clean, unused toothpicks (flat or round—it does not matter) for most of the figures. For the open oval of the half note, you may use one solution or a combination of solutions depending on the materials that are available. Using the “8-Beat Rhythm Grid” [Link is on ‘Directions’ page on web site.], create 8-beat rhythm patterns with your toothpick rhythm symbols. Each block is one beat and can hold a quarter note, a quarter rest, or a pair of beamed eighth notes; half notes take up two blocks (two beats), so the block that follows a half note cannot hold another symbol. How many different 8-beat rhythm patterns can you create? Perform each rhythm pattern by speaking, clapping, tapping, stepping, or performing on any instrument (if you have one) as you make it! Just for fun, you could even create words (lyrics) that fit your rhythm patterns:
