· Do you present recitals? What other performance opportunities are your students exposed to? Do you enter your students in contests or competitions?

· How much daily practice time do you request of your students?

· What are some ways in which I can encourage consistent practice habits at home?

· How long is the music lesson?

· What is the fee per music lesson?

· What other expenses should I be aware of in addition to books, materials, contest fees, etc.?

· What kind of payment plan do you offer?

· Can missed lessons be made up? Is there a penalty for missed lessons?

· Is there any other information regarding your music studio that I should know about?

· May I please request two references from parents whose children have studied with you for at least five years?
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
