Need a Recorder Case?

If your child has his/her own instrument and is in need of a case, there are several options:

1. A clean tube sock, athletic sock, or knee sock that is 14 inches long from toe to cuff makes an excellent case.

2. The recorder may be rolled up in a clean hand or small bath towel.

3. If someone in the family is comfortable with minor sewing projects, a simple drawstring bag can be constructed from 1/8 yard of fabric at a very nominal cost.

4. A person who delights in knitting or crocheting might prefer to craft a simple 14-inch long tube with a flap.

5. Occasionally a local music store will have a commercially prepared case in stock, but those usually are available most often through a mail-order company.
