	Since the weather is warmer now, you are going to draw some 4-beat rhythms on the sidewalk using ice chalk. [Link is on ‘Directions’ page on web site.] If you prefer, you can use commercial sidewalk chalk or choose from a couple of simple homemade sidewalk chalk recipes that are posted. [Links are on ‘Directions’ page on web site.] You will draw quarter notes, quarter rests, beamed eighth notes, half notes and half rests in patterns to equal 4 beats; just remember that half notes and half rests are worth 2 beats and all of the other symbols are 1 beat each. In this activity, be sure that each rhythm you create has either a half note or a half rest! How many different 4-beat rhythm patterns can you create? Perform each rhythm pattern by speaking, clapping, tapping, or stepping as you make it!
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	Part 1: Watch “In the Hall of the Mountain King - E. Grieg - Rhythm practice - Lectura rítmica” https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=Wk43IDUQmTk. This video shows quarter notes, beamed eighth notes, and half notes. You can perform this music by clapping, patting, tapping, or any other body percussion. I think it would be wonderful to tiptoe on the 2 eighth notes, step on the quarter notes, and step-hold on the half notes! Be sure to hold those half notes for 2 beats! The red-coated conductor is tracking for you.
Part 2: Watch “Jingle Bells Kids Christmas Songs Rhythm practice Lectura rítmica” https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=EBFlH6SQw_E. This video shows quarter notes, half notes, whole notes, and whole rests. Remember that whole notes (anti half notes) are open ovals and worth 4 beats of sound. Whole rests (anti half rests) look like a hole dug into the ground; they are worth 4 beats of silence. This music can be performed by clapping, patting, tapping, or any other body percussion. You could even perform it on an instrument if you have one. Actual jingle bells would be a perfect fit, but even clip-on key chains that hang from your book bag or a set of keys would work equally well.
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
