	Part 1: Watch “Rhythm Builder #1: Drum, Cow Bell, Maraca, Claves, Guiro” [Visual Musical Minds] https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=hOblXebJoMY&t=170s. There are 5 rhythm patterns—one each for the drum, cow bell, maraca, claves, and guiro. As you view the video, follow the high-lighted music symbols:  the drum performs its pattern 4 times; add the cow bell pattern4 times; add the maraca pattern 4 times, add the clavepattern 4 times; and finally add the guiro pattern 4 times. Then the instruments are removed in reverse order, 4 times per pattern: say ‘goodbye’ to the guiro, then the claves, the maraca, the cow bell, and finally the drum. The entire sequence is performed with an accompaniment first and then repeated with only the percussion instruments. So . . .
Kindergarteners: Follow one instrument pattern and play/tap it for the first half of the video; follow another instrument pattern and play/tap it for the second half of the video.

First Graders: Follow the high-lighted rhythm symbols and switch from one instrument pattern to another after its pattern is performed 4 times. If someone in your family is willing, (s)he could perform one pattern and you could perform another pattern for the whole video!
Part 2: Use commercially-prepared or edible [Link is on ‘Directions’ page on web site.] playdough to shape quarter notes, quarter rests, and beamed eighth notes. Place the playdough symbols—one per beat box—on the “4-Beat Rhythm Grid”. [Link is on ‘Directions’ page on web site.] How many different 4-beat rhythm patterns can you create? Perform each rhythm pattern by speaking, clapping, tapping, stepping, or performing on any instrument (if you have one) as you make it!

	Part 1: Watch “Loose Tooth Music Note Reading” https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=VPyptX6NF7U&t=27s. The ladies will give you the directions for moving, speaking, and reading as you watch. Remember that eighth notes can be shown by themselves holding flags or they can be beamed together in pairs; in this poem, the eighth notes are shown by themselves, each one holding a separate flag. Enjoy performing the poem, and keep up with your loose teeth! The Tooth Fairy is really looking forward to visiting you!
Part 2: Using ice chalk [Link is on ‘Directions’ page on web site.], you are now going to draw some 4-beat rhythms on the sidewalk. If you prefer, you can use commercial sidewalk chalk or choose from a couple of simple homemade sidewalk chalk recipes that are posted. [Links are on ‘Directions’ page on web site.] You will draw quarter notes, quarter rests, and beamed eighth notes in combinations of 4 symbols, each symbol being one beat. How many different 4-beat rhythm patterns can you create? Perform each rhythm pattern by speaking, clapping, tapping, or stepping as you make it!
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
